The old school site was tagged as a historic structure and a second round of funding could be available to rehabilitate the building. 

The grant is a reimbursable project and the village has 5 years to expend the money appropriated by the legislature. The village will fast track the project due to a BAN that’s needed and apply for reimbursements.

There will be wastewater pollution including fats, etc. Documents regarding the quality of air concerning COPD and pregnancies. The companies make promises and break down boundaries. XNG is bringing in fracked gas and putting into back into the gas line. The village is encouraging people to clean up – why bother if this business comes in.
Brenda Naizby

IDA Business Park
Brenda started preliminary research on slaughterhouses and they have foreign investors. EPA oversight difficult to keep up on. Brenda is very concerned of the quality of life if the plant is built. Brenda is a member of the Dolgeville Forward CAT Project. Brenda is concerned about the lack of transparency with the Herkimer IDA. The Times Union has an interesting article regarding slaughterhouses.

Dawn asked if this is allowed and is up and running can the WWTP handle it. The plant would pre-treat. Concerns regarding discharge into creek and Keyser Lake. What happens if someone gets sick – who is responsible or fined? Can the project go to permissive referendum – Town said “No” (previous response).
